IV. Special Topic:  Triad Health in Early Childhood Collaborative:  Presented by Jamie Fanselow, Triad Health & Wellness Outreach Specialist     
Jamie Fanselow-has been in role since October.  Partners from Gilpin, Clear Creek and Jefferson County to discuss health impacts for young children.
Priority Goal-assist in aligning efforts across organizations to improve the health and well-being of children, ages birth-eight, and their families and caregivers, and their communities in Gilpin, Clear Creek and Jefferson county…prioritizing Mountain counties and towns. 

Step into mountain community to discuss differences.  Small town schools, public health, library, etc. on much smaller scale (Gilpin public health-2 employees).


Pair up, visualize, and brainstorm raising family in Gilpin County, raising newborn and two-year old.  One parent earns income caring for neighbor’s 3-year old during the day.  Share car with working spouse.
Needs are the same rural or metro, access is different.  Not system of public transportation, not medical or dental provider, resources not readily available, not full service grocery store.
In November, focused on three main Important Outcomes:

A.  Budget report-sent out to Council members.    Highlight a few things:
Grant Accountant-some grants not on same fiscal year.  Sponsorships become challenging with new interpretation, so might have to move some funds due to this.  Can change operating components, but not salary increase.

Buell-ends in September.  Will be reapplying.  Mountain Resource possibility for Jamie to increase hours to support the work after building great relationships already.  Need help with 2 pieces.  Funds available to revamp web site.  Ideas on someone to do-reach out to Pat.  Doing community-wide needs assessment (contractor to pull data together).  Child care, mental health, public health.  Ideas on someone to do this-reach out to Pat.
All else will be expended as expected by early cutoff days, except salaries and Children’s Champion.

Have submitted next fiscal budget, no supplemental like last year.  Will keep trying.  Waiting to see what Colorado Shines Brighter will bring to Councils.

The Office of Early Childhood shares its licensed child care data on the Colorado Information Marketplace. This is an open data source that does not require special licenses for general or public users.

 The Licensed Child Care Facility list includes all non-24 hour licensed child care facilities in the State of Colorado. The list provides state-issued child care license numbers, legal business names as they appear in the licensing application, the types of service the facilities provide, the physical location and addresses of the facilities as they appear in the licensing application, the longitude-latitude coordinate values derived from geocoding services and spatial QA, the valid Colorado Shines quality rating levels (if applicable), total licensed capacities and Colorado Child Care Assistance Program utilization.​  Lists are updated monthly and reflect the data as of the last day of the month.
